Packet pick -up: Early packet pick-up will be available on Friday evening, June 1, 2012 from 5:00 PM to 8:00 PM at the Cecchini 
Center at Walsh University. Packets may also be picked up race morning beginning at 6:00 AM. 
 
Course: The course is a flat, fast, certified out-and-back course beginning and ending at the Walsh University running track. Runners 
will be released in two waves.  
 
Timing: All participants will be timed using the Chrono Track “B-Tag” on the bib. (No more waiting in line to pick up your chip-just 
pin on your bib and go!) 
 
Awards: The top three finishers will receive an award as well as the top three in each of the following age groups: 14 and under,  
15–18, 19–24, 25–29, 30–34, 35–39, 40–44, 45–49, 50–54, 55–59. 60–64, 65–69, 70 and over.

Waiver Release

and other risks. Recognizing the risks of the 5k event, and in consideration for allowing participation in the 5k event, I hereby release, discharge and agree to hold harmless, and to indemnify each of Girls
